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Grad Year Checklist

Here is a checklist to help keep you organ-

ized and to make sure you do not miss any

important steps in your educational plan-
ning. By the end of December you should
have:

e Checked that the courses you are taking
satisfy graduation requirements;

e Made plans to complete your work ex-
perience component of 30 CAPP hours;

e Spoken with your counsellor or to Ca-
reers Centre staff about post-secondary
plans;

e Applied for a Social Insurance Number;

e Contacted post-secondary institutions for
information on admissions, pre-
requisites, courses, programs, housing
and financial aid.

Provincial Exams

Provincial exams will be written from Feb-

ruary 6th to February 10th, 2006. Here are

some things you should know about the
exam process:

e Provincial exams are worth 40% of your
final mark.

e Dover Bay registers you for your pro-
vincial exams, except those held in Au-
gust.

e Cheaters will get zero on their exam and
will be permanently disqualified from
receiving a provincial scholarship.

e Personal Education (PEN) numbers are
available in the Counselling Office and
Careers Centre, and on your report card.

e You can write an exam only if you have
been assigned a final course mark.

e Do not bring books, papers, notes, dic-
tionaries or unauthorized electronic de-
vices to exams. See the following web-
site for the calculator policy: www.
bced.gov.bc.ca/exams/handbook

e Bring two pens and two pencils with
you.

e Be early (20 minutes before exam start
time). You must sign in to receive and
write your exam. If you are more than
30 minutes late, you will not be allowed
to write the exam.

e Provincial exams are designed to be

for your eyes only...

completed within two hours. Students
are permitted an additional 60 minutes
to complete, if required.

e Contact an administrator or counsellor
immediately if for some reason you are
unable to write your exam (serious ill-
ness, accident, personal/family trauma).

e Do not remove the exam from the exam
site or you will receive a zero.

e You must write or rewrite the exam
within one year of taking the course.

e Approximately one month after the
exam session, the Ministry of Education
will post your exam results to their
website at www.bced.gov.bc.ca/exams

Earn Credits Towards Graduation
In addition to getting credits by success-
fully completing a course, you may also be
awarded grade 10-12 course credits using
the following policies:

Equivalency policy — If you have com-
pleted a course outside the BC school sys-
tem, there may be an equivalent course in
the BC school system for which you can
get credit.

Challenge policy — If you can show that
you have already achieved the outcomes of
a course that is offered in your school dis-
trict, you can get credit for that course
without having to take it.

External credentials — You can receive
credit towards graduation for extra-
curricular activities or community learning
you participate in after school. Examples
include computer certification courses,
ICBC approved driver’s education
courses, sports officiating, music, dance
courses and more.

Post-secondary courses — Students can
earn graduation credits for any course
completed at a BC publicly funded post-
secondary institution.

Independent directed study policy — If
you have a particular interest in a specific
subject area, this policy allows you to
chart your own course of learning, under
the supervision of a teacher, and earn up to
two credits for completing the learning in
each course.

Tuition Increase

Fees for Academic, Career, and Technol-
ogy programs have increased from $336
per 3-credit course to $343 per 3-credit
course or $457 per 4-credit course. Simi-
larly, students in Trades and Applied Tech-
nology programs will pay $343 per month
for full-time studies as compared to $336
prior to the tuition increase effective Au-
gust 1, 2005.

Language Proficiency Index

The Language Proficiency Index (LPI) is a
test that provides potential post-secondary
students with an opportunity to show their
competency in English. At Malaspina the
LPI is not required for admission, how-
ever, successful completion may be ac-
cepted in lieu of English 12. Many BC
schools do require the LPI in addition to
English 12. If you plan to attend univer-
sity or college, you should check the ad-
mission requirements of the school(s) you
have applied to.

The next LPI sitting at Malaspina will be
on February 18th. Applicants can register
directly through UBC by email at
Ipi@ares.ubc.ca; by Internet at www.lpi.
ubc.ca or pickup an application at Student
Services Offices at Malaspina. The exam
fee is $47.00 and students must register at
least two weeks in advance of the test date.

U.S. College Board Exams

for students planning to attend university
in the United States.

Students can register online for
SAT exams and will also find practice tests
at www.collegeboard.com. Fees for writ-
ing the SAT 1 exam are $41.50 plus a
$21.00 international fee. Fees are in US
dollars.

11th ACT sitting at Wellington Secondary.
