5 Keys to Success: I would like to thank both parents and students for coming forward to report concerns about put-downs, threats, and aggressive or inappropriate behaviour. Our 5 keys to success: be safe, be peaceful, be respectful, be cooperative, be kind work because most students, parents and staff model them in their daily interactions and take action when they feel someone is not following the keys.  
Respect for People with Allergies: Please be aware that we have students and staff with allergies to fragrances, fur, and a variety of foods. Strong smelling perfumes, deodorants, and hairsprays or bringing pets into the school can mean that a student ends up going home with headaches or hives. Foods are more difficult to control as there are many different food allergies. Students with allergies need to know about their allergy and refuse any offer of food that might contain their allergen. In the classroom, other students usually know about their friend’s allergy and respect this by carefully cleaning their eating area and not offering to share food.
Cell Phone Usage: We all appreciate that parents want to know where their children are and that cell phones have become a way for families to stay connected. We would like to remind parents that if your children bring cell phones to school, they may call you to let you know they have arrived safely and then they need to turn the cell phone off, safely store it in their backpacks and not use it again until the end of the day.
