Fairview staff members would like to thank all Fairview families for helping their children get to school on time. We now have far fewer children showing up late and those who are late are only late by a few minutes! Now only 5 to 10 students are late and most are less than 5 minutes late. Your efforts getting your children to school on time are most appreciated! 

I have been asked to explain how our late policy works. We all recognize that sometimes there are good reasons for being late. Our goal is to address concerns about students who are often missing valuable lessons because they are late.

Students who are late are asked to do the following:
1. Stop at the office to pick up a late slip.

2. Ensure that either Anette or Mrs. Younk see you and notes your name and time of arrival.

3. If your parent calls, comes in with you or sends a note giving a valid reason, then you are ‘excused’ for being late.

4. If you are not excused for being late, then you will be called to the support room at lunch to make up the class time you missed.

Why is it important to be on time?

1. Student Safety: Please call the school if your son or daughter is going to be late or absent. Anette calls if she has not heard from you or if your child forgot to report to the office before going to class. The school has an answering machine where you can leave a message.
2. Respect for Others: When students walk into class late this interrupts both teaching and learning for other students.

3. Planning:  Teachers start the morning by reminding students of the daily events.
4. Success for Life: Being on time helps bring success in all areas of life: school, work, play, sports, social activities, and more. Thank you for playing a part in your child’s success both now and for the future!

With thanks to Fairview volunteers, we were able to do a school-wide lice check on Tuesday, November 17.  Two classes were lice/nit free! It is the responsibility of each family to make sure that children come to school lice/nit free.   If you need some assistance, please contact the school or the Vancouver Island Health Unit.  Mrs. Manarin can provide information and/or lice combs.  With the cold rainy weather ahead of us for the next few months, students should not be sharing hats, hoodies, combs, and brushes.  Lice can live on the human body for up to 48 hours.  Putting the same clothing back on after treating the hair aids the growth cycle of the head lice.  Getting rid of the lice/nits takes some vigilant effort, but it is worth it in the end not to have them in your home.  There will be a lice check done again in January. Thank you for your help with this!

	Family Meals Make a Difference

One of the ways families can spend quality time together all year round is by eating together. This simple activity has lasting benefits for family members, including mental wellness, prevention of risky behaviours, healthy eating habits and closer family relationships.

Better Eat Together, a study from the BC Dairy Foundation, found that 80% of parents rank eating dinner together with children as one of the most important or a very important activity they do with children. “Parents and children are more emotionally fit when they eat meals together.” says John Rosemond, MD Family Pyschologist, one of the sources consulted in the study.

The National Center on Addiction & Substance Abuse at Columbia University found several preventative benefits to family meals as well in The Importance of Family Dinners V. Children and teens who had five or more family dinners per week, compared to kids who had less than three, were: 

1. At 70% lower risk for substance abuse; 

2. Half as likely to try cigarettes;
3. One third less likely to try alcohol; 

4. And likelier to get better grades in school.
