· Net Rule ~ we have NOT adopted the new net rule 
· H1N1 ~ in the interest of caution we are recommending that the customary handshake at the completion of the match is between the captains and referees only

· Changing into uniforms ~ teams wishing to change into their uniforms after the warm-up may leave the floor and are entitled to a reasonable length of time before returning

Tier Numbers

We are once again plagued with questions and even accusations of schools incorrectly or dishonestly reporting their tier numbers. Please take note of the following and resubmit your tier numbers if they don’t match earlier reporting

If the numbers of girls in grade 11/12 is close to the top end of the tier cap (80, 160, and 250), please check your numbers carefully and note that:

· The entire eligibility policies are listed in the BCSS Handbook

· Players must be taking a 75% course load to be eligible 

· The number you register with BCSS should match the 1701 form sent to the Ministry

· If there are 2 girls each taking 50% course loads, they don’t equal 1 student and in fact, neither is eligible to play.
