Communication Skills and General Knowledge

Take your children to the library. Look at all the children’s books. Identify birds, trees, flowers, and machines by name.


Use play telephones to have conversations with your child. 











Physical Health/Well Being


Playing Tag, marching, riding a tricycle, dancing to moderate to fast paced music and jumping rope are forms of moderate to vigorous intensity exercise for children. 


The best strength training for children uses children’s own weight in physical activities they typically enjoy, like jumping, playing tug of war, and pumping their legs to go higher on the swing. 


Physical activity and particularly aerobic and muscle strengthening activities is the key to combating body fat. 


When children jump like rabbits and kangaroos, they develop muscular strength and endurance and depending on how continuously they jump cardiovascular endurance. 


A brain break can be a kind of physical activity that gets the blood flowing and provides a change of pace.
