Provide them with regular opportunities to learn new skills and have fun with activities like swimming, soccer, baseball, martial arts, hiking, 


dancing, gymnastics, skiing, basketball, skating, cycling, and tennis. 


Encourage them to ride their bikes or walk to school.


Balance the day with play -- physical activities that are informal and unstructured -- particularly for children and youth who tend to shy away from competition. 


Offer a wide choice of activities beyond organized sports, for example, washing the car, walking the dog, planting a garden, playing tag, building a snowman, tobogganing, vacuuming the carpet, shovelling the driveway, or sweeping the garage. 


Be a positive role model by being active yourself. 


Be a physically active family. Plan activities like hiking, cycling, walking, in-line or ice skating.


Praise their choices of physical activities. Building their confidence is critical to success.


Limit the "non-active" time your child or teenager spends sitting in front of the television, playing video games, or surfing the Internet. 


Explain to family caregivers that you expect physical activity to be an important part of their daily routine and suggest some fun activities that you know your kids enjoy.
